KNOWN INFORMATION: 
    Born on March 14th, 1951 to Mary Counter-Solvem and Howie Solvem in Spo-
kane, Washington, Howie spent his childhood in a loving home alongside his 
brother Diddy (3 years his elder). Not much is known about his formative years, but 
the little we know, he spent much of his time solving jigsaw puzzles and playing 
logic games.  In 1969, he matriculated to CalTech and gained a bachelors of science 
in engineering and applied science.  He continued his education at the Planck Insti-
tute where he received his doctorate in linear development of neurological prob-
lem realization.  During this time, he met the love of his life, Miradora Picasso, a 
student of remote sightseeing and art appreciation.  Tragically, she died in a freak 
puzzle accident while visiting the Ravensburg Jigsaw Puzzle factory in southern 
Germany. 
    After receiving his PhD he went on to teach mathematics at the Rube Goldberg 
Center at Princeton.  Notable accomplishments during his tenure include the pub-
lishing of his famous proof that Schrödinger's cat is an isomorphism of crossword 
puzzles as well as his dissertation on the conservation of consonant s  across local 
dialects.   
     In 2005, Solvem suddenly left academia telling his graduate students  that he
